Peer evaluation 

1) Switch papers with someone you have not worked with for Peer Evaluations.

2) Read through the person's draft. Follow the directions below and make notes on the draft.  

· Find and underline/highlight the thesis statement. 

· Look at the body paragraphs, making sure each one is argumentative and talks about either X or Y, not both. 

· Look at the organization of the paper. The reasons discussed in the body paragraphs should be in the same order as they appear in the thesis statement. 

      3) Open up a Word document and write 1-2 paragraphs of feedback to the writer. Consider the following questions 

· Is the thesis statement strong and does it follow the format we discussed?

· Does the essay as a whole argue that X is better/worse than Y or does it just discuss the two topics? 

· Is there good detail to support the argument?

· What advice or suggestions can you give the writer? What praise can you offer?

     4) Print out the feedback and give it and the essay back to the writer.
